Communication, generally through the media, is another feature of the outhreak
environreent Unfortunately, exsrpies abound of communication failures which have
delayed outbreak control, undermined public trust and compliance. and unnecessar-
ity prolonged economic, social and political tumeoil. The World Health Organization
(WHO| believes it is now time 1o acknowledge thet communication expertise has
become a5 essential to outhreak control as epi logical training and laboratory
analysis. Fut what are the best practices for communicating with the public, often
through the mass media. during an outhreak?

Guidelines for communicating with the public
during outbreaks

n early 2004, WHO began an effort 1o construc evidence-based, field-tested

comrunication guidance that would promote the public health goal of rapid

outhreak control with the lzast possibie disruption to society, The first step in this
process was an extensive review of the risk communication lizerature. During this
process, WHO identdied risk communication components which had direct refevance
1o outhreaks. Then, this body of matenial was distilled into & handful of features
strongly #ssociated with communication effectiveness or, when lacking, strongy
associated with failures. Finally, these few features were assessed by outhreak
control experts from & wide variety of cultures, political systems and economic
development The result of this extensive review, fitered through & broad practical
assessment. is & shortlist of outbreak communication best practices.

Background

Evolving Outbreaks and Evolving Communication

Before an outbreak & recognized and an investgation beginz, bmited numbers of perzons might be spezed o
health risks without expenencng dliness. As increasing numbsrs of persons ars exposed to the risk or become il
healthcare providers and others might become aware of the higher than expected number of illnezses and begin
reporting the unusually high occurrances o local and state health authonities, This sauation is often what prompts
an outbreak investgation, and as that outbreak evolves, communications about it must evolve az well (1.2)

Aessages must resonate with affected populations before those perzons will follow prevention recommendations,
in seven steps

Start with empathy, Whether you are speaking 1o affected persons, community groups. or the media, start by
expressing empathy. Acknowledge concerns and express understanding of how those affected by the llineszes
or injuries are probably fealing. Recognize orally and in written materials that perzons are anxious or worred
and that you. too. have concerns. Demonsirate that you care and are working to understand ther perspective.

Identify and explain the public health threat. Dezail what you know about the situation (& g, what is cauzing the
Rarm, who is at risk, and what causes someone to be 3t risk). Provide advice that includes action steps for
prevenuing harm or getting help. Persons affected by the situation might feel fear, loss of trust and lack of
control Acknewledge uncartainties and do not over reassure or overpromise.

Explatn what 15 currently known and unknown. Provide specific details and timelines. Admit when information i
not yet known. Explain what you are doing to learn more, and provide a timeframe for checking back in or when
confirmed results are expected. During the sarly stages of an outbreak or investigation, you might have limited
to provide, which can be 2
information to share with you yet, but we are working to find the answers you need.” Explain what iz being done
o minimize rizks and harm to affected or potentially affected populations,
Explain what public health actions are being taken and why. Be prepared to describe which agencies are
ifwalved in the response, their roles, and their responsibilities, Alzo idensfy the investigative steps, sctions being
taken, or actions that are not bemng taken and wiy not. Say, for example, Wi are not evacuating the area
becauze paople can safely sheltar in place.” Whan discuzsing public health actions, thare dilemmas in the
decision-making and foreshadow possibilities that can occur during the outbreak.
